Can you tell us about your background and how
You came to start Wagging Tales?

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Can you tell us about the ways you work with pet families to communicate telepathically with their pets?

When | have a consultation with pets and their families, we simply have a three-way conversation. |
telepathically communicate the family's questions to the pets, the pets communicats their answers backto
me telepathically in whatever way they are comfortable (through pictures, words, feelings, thoughts,
emotions, tastes or smells) and | relay this information verbally back to their family. The concerns that help.
families with are usually behavioral in nature (e.g. Why is their cat not using the lter box all of a sudden?).
But I can also help with lost pets and pets that have either made their ransition or are in the process of
passing over.

What types of information do you need from pet owners when working long distance?

When | work remotely with a pet | ask their family to send me a picture of their pet and the pet's name. |
usually suggest that they wite down the questions thatthey have for their pet ahead of time o thatthey can
take notes ifthey choose to. However, | don't need their questions ahead of time.

‘AtWagging Tales you also work to find lost pets. Can you tell us about the process of how you work long
distance to locate pets?

Iuse telepathic communication with the petin conjunction with map dowsing to determine whers the pet's
‘specific enerayis in orderto locate the pet During the process, the pet shows me their surroundings, where
theyve been, tells me what may have caused them to wander away from their home and whether they can or
wantto come back home. Once | have this information, | pass it along to the family. They then use the
information to search for their pet or, in the best cases, | communicate with the petto get the petto come.
back home on their own. A great story that was published in the newspaper and in my book is about
Madison the cat She jumped out of a fourth-story apartment window in the Bronx and was out roaming
‘around for three weeks before returning home.

Much of the emphasis in Dogtipper.com is on adoption of shelter pets. When a person adopts a shelter
pet or rescue animal, how can they best communicate a feeling of safety and belonging to their new
pet?

I'amthe past president of my local humane society. From that experience, | leamed that animals can sense
your emotions. For example, if you are anxious and unsure, they will sense those feelings from you it s very
important to let them get used to their new surroundings in their own time.

Itis also important to let them know that this new place is their new home until we find their right and perfect
forever home. Animals are just like us in thatthey like to know the details about  situation and how.
‘something s going to impactthem.
